favourable votes and no dissenting vote. A Code 3 is the
minimum necessary for inclusion in the official Provin-
cial List.

Accepted, Code 4. Sight records by single observ-
ers that receive five favourable votes and no more than
one dissenting vote. For record adjudication purposes
such a record is acceptable, but it does not pass the more
stringent requirements for inclusion in the official
Provincial List. A Code 3 or 4 species can easily be
upgraded to Code lor 2 when (or if) additional observa-
tions are made of that species.
